13th Annual Coming Together Conference

Coming Together is an important professional development event sponsored by the NYSACAC Human
Relations Committee. The committee’s role is to be a catalyst, heightening awareness and sensitivity
to the issues of culture, human rights, gender, age and other differences, and infusing the following
values: diversity, equity and access. The Coming Together Conference is integrated with the NYSACAC
Annual Conference and gives professionals an intimate forum to talk about some serious, yet sensitive
issues. The Coming Together Conference is open to all professionals working with a diverse student
body-particularly those from underserved and underrepresented populations.

This year we are pleased to announce our keynote speaker, Ms. Denise Easterling, a commissioner of
the recently formed Underground Railroad Heritage Commission. According to historians, abolitionist
Harriet Tubman guided about 300 slaves to freedom along the Underground Railroad in the mid-1800s
making the last stretch over the bridges that connect Niagara Falls to Ontario, Canada.

Ms. Easterling, a Niagara University graduate and authority on the Underground Railroad will speak

to its history and the Commission’s plans to better educate residents and tourists about the local
connection to the railroad and related elements such as the Niagara Movement...a meeting of
prominent African-Americans in 1905 that lead to the creation of the NAACP. Conference participants
will also have the opportunity to visit the interpretive center at NU's Castellani Art Museum, “Freedom
Crossing: The Underground Railroad in Greater Niagara”.

The Coming Together Conference will be held on June 1-2 at Niagara University prior to the
NYSACAC annual conference. The fee is $125, which includes all Coming Together conference
activities, housing and meals. You will be able to keep the same room on campus throughout the
entire conference.
